SWIMMING SPORTS

At the time of writing (Tuesday), the weather forecast for today is not good; nor is it for tomorrow — our
postponement day for the annual swimming sports. I can merely express the hope that if the carnival went
ahead today it proved to be a successful and enjoyable meeting.

If the swimming sports have not taken place today, and tomorrow’s postponement day is also
thwarted, the swimming sports will take place on Monday (20 February) in place of the athletics
preliminaries [see below]. If it rains on Monday, I will tear my moustache off.

ROLL AND STAFFING

Two weeks into the term, the roll appears to have
settled at 207, some seventeen students more than at
the same time last year. There are numerous benefits
that accrue from this increase, particularly when
added to the fact that over the last five years (to
2011) the Ministry of Education identifies our roll as
having expanded by 11.4 per cent. Amongst these
benefits are:

* Smaller class sizes, particularly in the junior
school, and in the crucial learning areas of
literacy and numeracy.

The increase in vertical form classes from 9 to
12 (4 in each house) this year, thus reducing
the students-to-teacher ratio and allowing
greater opportunity for pastoral care of
students on a daily basis.

A decrease in the amount of time the Deputy
Principal and Assistant Principal are teaching,
the better to allow them to be around the
school visiting classrooms in support of their
colleagues and for dealing with serious
disciplinary and pastoral care issues.

An increase in financial resourcing for the
school.

An increase in the allocation of teaching time
to the school.

We are fully staffed at this stage. The Board of
Trustees appointed a new HOD Science (Mrs Liz

Haines) and new HOD Art (Ms Julie Hale) towards
the end of last year and they have had a positive
impact already. We also welcome back Mr Huw
Turner to the staff and students in the areas of
English and Social Studies will benefit from his
talent and experience.

ADJUSTMENTS TO THE ORDER
OF THE DAY

Three years ago, we replaced the traditional Morning
Interval and Lunch Break with two Breaks of half-
an-hour each. (This was necessitated by a change to
the Employment Relations Act.) In so doing, we
decided to take Break 1 after three periods and Break
2 after a further two periods. This allowed us to
have afternoon registration and Sustained Silent
Reading (SSR) before the final period of the day.

The general consensus amongst students and staff is
that they would not wish to go back to the former
timeframe. However, from the start of this year, we
have made Break 1 of 40 minutes duration and
Break 2 of 20 minutes. The reasons for doing this
are to enable us to run inter-house sports, such as
tennis, in the longer Break 1, as well as the 30-
minute Detentions. For a trial period, the canteen is
not opening for the shorter Break 2, since it appears
that most students have adopted Break 1 as their
lunchtime.
