SCHOOL ATTENDANCE

Increasingly, the parents of some students have been 
successfully  prosecuted through the courts for failing to 
ensure the children’s regular school attendance.  The 
law has been strengthened in recent years in this regard.

One of the most disappointing reasons for a 
student’s failure to make progress in school is 
irregular attendance.  When such absences are not 
legitimate but are condoned by  the parents, they 
undermine the worth of school in the student’s 
eyes.  Over time, patterns of non-attendance can 
seriously disadvantage youngsters, placing them at 
a higher risk of poor achievement and early drop-
out from school.  Parents have a legal responsibility 
to ensure their child regularly attends school.

I urge parents to please contact the school 
whenever their child is absent.  At Ruawai College, 
we make a determined effort to ring home each 
morning (Mrs Lorraine Littler) where there is an 
unexplained absence.  However, we much prefer 
parents to inform us as soon as an absence is 
known.

I consider regular attendance is everyone’s 
responsibility; it involves parents and teachers, 
families and school, and the wider community, 
placing emphasis on the importance of going to 
school.  We will continue to inform our truancy 
officer (Mr Clive Fremlin) when we have concerns.
