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Ruawai College School Uniform

How and when the Ruawai College uniform is worn is determined by the Board of Trustees. It is a
condition of enrolment that it be accepted that the wearing of school uniform is compulsory and that
the uniform is to be worn correctly to and from school as well as at school and on other occasions.

General Uniform

Shirts: Seniors are required to have a unisex white shirt with school crest
Unisex blue short sleeve shirt with school crest
Unisex blue polo shirt with school crest
Shorts: Navy blue school shorts
Seniors are required to have navy blue school trousers
Trousers: . ;
(also available to Juniors)
Skirts: Seniors are required to have a navy blue A line skirt (also available to Juniors)
Sweatshirt: Navy blue sweatshirt with school crest
Jackets: Navy and light blue fleece-lined school jacket with school crest
Navy blue showerproof jacket (not lined)
School blazer (Senior)
Shoes: Black closed shoes
Black school sandals (with back strap)
Jandals and scuffs are NOT acceptable school footwear
White socks ankle length socks
Socks: Navy blue 3/4 length socks
Navy blue mid-calf length with sky blue stripe socks
Hats: Plain navy bucket hat
Belts: Black or navy (fo be worn with shorts or trousers only)
Jewellery: A watch
ry: One small plain stud worn in each ear
Physical Education and Sports Uniform
Shirts: Navy and light blue t-shirt or singlet with school crest
Shorts: Navy blue shorts
Sports shoes with a non-marking sole may be worn
Footwear:

(Normal school shoes must not be worn in the gymnasium)

Makeup should not be excessive

Boys must be clean shaven

No facial piercings or visible body piercings are permitted
Natural hair toning
